Call to Order: Chair Wendt called meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.

REPORTS:
Financial Report: Clerk Grosse read financial report in absence of Treasurer, K. Enix. Cash on hand as of November 30, 2012: $72,485.85.
Brazeau Ambulance Report: S. Kanack stated Brazeau Ambulance had 4 runs past month. One page to Coleman Rescue due to shortage of EMT’s.

Brazeau Fire Report: J. Fetterly reported department had one call for carbon monoxide detection. Department had a recent MABAS training with Village of Coleman and Village of Pound.

Brazeau Ambulance and Brazeau Fire Department-LOSA & Discontinuance of Brazeau Emergency Services LOSA:  Revised drafts presented from both Brazeau Ambulance and Brazeau Fire Department.  Questions from board were answered by S. Kanack and John Fetterly and Joel Lavarda.  Motion-Kempka/Second-Gretzon to discontinue present Brazeau Emergency Services LOSA agreement and accept new Brazeau Ambulance Length of Service Award System Agreement and Brazeau Fire Department Length of Service Award System agreement.  Voice vote: Yes-Wendt, Gretzon, Kempka.  No-none.  Motion carried.

Brazeau Ambulance and Brazeau Fire Department-LOSA Contribution to be issued in January 2013:  Motion-Gretzon/Second-Kempka to approve contribution of $326.50.  Voice Vote:  Yes-Kempka, Gretzon, Wendt.  No-none.  Motion carried.

Annual Non-Metallic Mining Reclamation Permit for Town of Brazeau:  Permit is for town’s gravel pit filed with county. Clerk asked to inquire upon training for highway crew.  Motion-Gretzon/Second-Kempka to approve non-metallic mining reclamation permit. Voice Vote:  Yes-Kempka, Gretzon, Wendt.  No-none.  Motion carried.

Terry Warner – Tornado Siren:  Mr. Warner has been visiting local town boards:  Bagley, Maple Valley and Spruce. Warner asking for participation in a tornado siren installation.  It would be located at the Kelly Lake sanitation site which has a generator backup system. Siren would be activated by the county.  Approximate cost is $20,000 representing a shared commitment of $5,000 per township. Plus an annual maintenance fee.  No action.
Weight Limit Guidelines: Chairperson Wendt shared a copy of “Guidelines for Max Weight Hauling in the Town” received from a meeting attended at Town of Grover.   .  Next meeting is January 26th at 7:00 p.m. at Town of Grover Hall. No action.
Brian Lepianka-Vashinski Lane-Surrender Right-A-Way:  Mr. Lepianka is requesting possession of this dirt road.  Lepianka stated that if the town surrenders right-a-way they would give $5000 total to Brazeau Ambulance and Brazeau Fire Dept. to offset expense to town.  Motion-Kempka/Second-Gretzon to table and gather additional information.  Voice Vote: Yes-Gretzon, Kempka, Wendt.  No-none.  Motion carried.

Job Descriptions-Town Leaf & Brush Attendant & Town Custodian:  Kempka stated to include Hi-Vis vest for Leaf & Brush attendant and both descriptions to include: prohibit profane language and obscene gestures in work environment.  Motion-Kempka/Second-Gretzon to accept Leaf & Brush Attendant Job Description with additions.  Voice Vote:  Yes-Kempka, Gretzon, Wendt.  No-None.  Motion carried.
Motion-Gretzon/Second-Kempka to accept job description for town custodian.  Voice Vote:  Yes-Kempka, Gretzon. Wendt.  No-none.  Motion carried.

Relocation and possible Joint Recycle Center with Town of Spruce:  Chairman Wendt stated he had a discussion it Town of Spruce Chairperson, Terry Brazeau and they would be interest.
