Financial
The written financial report was presented by Clerk Andrist.  General Fund balance as of August 30, 2025, the balance forward was $724,576.91.  Donation Fund Savings $481.36; Fire Department, Ambulance and Dive Account Funds are $122,330.42, bringing a total town balance to $786,908.25. 
Ambulance
Dennis Langenberg presented for the ambulance service.  The service has added a new EMT, and  EMR, and potential new driver and some other interested parties.  The service had 17 calls since the last meeting, and are on track to do about the same amount of calls as last year.  They had training on electric vehicles.
Fire Department
John Fetterly presented the fire department report.  The EMS Open House was last Tuesday with the best turn out yet.  Radios were re-programed thru Oconto County and was paid for by a Grant.  The Department received an DNR Grant totaling $2,141.07 and the Town half is $1,070.54.
 Dive Team 
Keith Scray presented the report for the dive team.  Working on under water communication system they received. 
Highway Department

The highway department submitted a written report which stated they have been grading roads for fall, removing docks, filling salt/sand shed for winter.  The fence was installed at the ball field and 9/17 lines were painted on parkway.

Langenberg proposed to change the EMT pay to 100 per run, drivers to 55 per run and on call pay to 2.00 per hr.  He wants to reduce the wages, and increase the on-call pay in time.  Motion was made by Fetterly/Gretzen to approve these changes.  Motion was voted on and carried.  5-0  
7. Service Awards Program Changes
Dennis Langenberg spoke with the Horten Group about dissolving the current SAP Program.  The Town would need to set up a new plan for the Ambulance. Motion was made by Fetterly/Gretzen to approve Dennis to work with Melissa to get this set up for Jan 1st of 2025.  Motion was voted on and carried.  5-0
8. Purchase of Cot for Ambulance
Motion was made by Fetterly/Kasten to approve the purchase of a power load cot for $15,000 for the second unit to be delivered in 2026.  Motion was voted on and carried.  5-0
