The written financial report was presented by Clerk Andrist.  General Fund balance as of January 31, 2026 was $2,759,294.40.  January Expenses were $1,788,492.71 and Revenues of $2,188,084.99, Donation Fund Savings $481.20; Fire Department, Ambulance and Dive Account Funds are $164,599.22 bringing a total town balance to $2,923,893.62. 
Ambulance
Dennis Langenberg submitted a written and verbal report. Dennis spoke about his 2-day WEMSA training in Green Bay. The course was very good and enhanced his knowledge of ambulance management and overall operations, learned about the latest information about ambulance compliance and following the rules, also included attitude is everything when interacting with patience, and complaints in the ambulance service come from poor attitude vs poor medical skills, turnovers in this profession has gone down for staffing first time in several years, where as turnovers among leaders in this profession has gone up.  Dennis was able to have 90 minutes with Alan DeYoung who is the Executive Director of the Association, to get his take on the state of the industry.  Dennis will be attending the Beaver meeting and Bagley as well.  Community Letter was a success this year, and EMS Banquet was held at Romey’s with a great turnout.  Staff also attended various skills and soft training at WEMSA, also had some refresher on Pediatrics.  Call volume has been lower than last year.
